I expected
that'evérj man would do his duty.
Heaven haé not given us an oppurtunity, We have not been able to utilize fullly the
terrain, We have fought in unisop up to the present time but now ﬁe have ro materials witl
which to fight.‘Our a;tillery for attack has been completely destroyed. Our comrades have
fallen one after another,
Despite the bitterness of defeat we pledge"seven lives to repay our couhbry "
TLe barberous attack of tﬁe enemy is being continued, Even though the enemy has occupied

only a corner of Saipan we are dying without avail under the violent shelling and bombing.
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Whether we attack or whether we stay here where we are, there is only death, However in
death there is life, We must utilize this opportunity to exalt true japanese manhoode.
